Dear Delegate,

Thank you for your booking for the Symposium at St John’s College for the weekend of 17th – 19th  September. Enclosed you will find some information about the event which I hope you will find useful.

St John’s College is situated in St Giles at the heart of the city centre. A map showing its location can be found at the following link:

If you are arriving by public transport it is a 15 minute walk from the railway station, so if you have a suitcase a taxi would be advisable. For those arriving by coach the bus station is situated at Gloucester Green and is a 5 minute walk from the college. All of these locations are on the map. Car parking in Oxford is a problem: it is difficult and expensive, mainly because the local authority wishes to discourage it!  For delegates arriving by car the Park & Ride scheme provides a satisfactory solution and I have enclosed some information which you may find useful with details of locations.
When you arrive in Oxford please go to the main entrance of St John’s College and, if you have booked accommodation, register at the Porters Lodge, where you will then be directed to your room.  If you do not have accommodation booked, for the Friday afternoon, Saturday and Sunday sessions you can make your way to the Garden Quadrangle (which will be signposted) where you will be met by a Society representative who will record your arrival and issue you with a name badge. If you have indicated special requirements we will have noted these from your original booking form.

If you have reserved a place for dinner on Friday evening we will be taking a short walk to Al-Shami Lebanese Restaurant in Walton Terrace; dinner is £20 per head, payable on the night with drinks at your own additional cost. It would help enormously if you could bring cash. A map showing the location can be found on the following link:
